Perdón: Una Fuerza que permite la Reconciliación

1. Un Dios que siempre ha anhelado morar entre Su gente

a. Dios quiere tener una relación perfecta con nosotros
b. Dios quiere que tengamos una relación perfecta entre nosotros
c. El pecado interfirió estos dos tipos de relación.

2. La historia de la reconciliación…

a. Dios le dijo a Moisés que construyera un tabernáculo para poder morar entre Su gente.

b. El Espíritu de Dios fluiría desde el templo hacia todas las naciones del mundo.

5. Nuestro rol en el mundo es el ser una fuerza de reconciliación
a. Dios nos ha dado su perdón como ejemplo.

Lucas 23:32-34 (Reina-Valera 1960)

Llevaban también con él a otros dos, que eran malhechores, para ser muertos. 33Y cuando llegaron al lugar llamado de la Calavera, le crucificaron allí, y a los malhechores, uno a la derecha y otro a la izquierda. 34Y Jesús decía: Padre, perdónalos, porque no saben lo que hacen. Y repartieron entre sí sus vestidos, echando suertes.

1. A God who relates

a. A God who longs to relate to His creation

b. Broken relationship

c. Story of  God seeking reconciliation to His people

d. While the Israelites were camped around Mt. Sinai after leaving Egypt, God was giving instructions to Moses on how to build a tabernacle with which God would both symbolically and literally dwell among his people.

e. The permanent temple in Jerusalem was where the Spirit of the Lord would flow outward to all the nations of the world.

2. The climax of a relational God

a. Incarnating in human form to be among and relate to His people as one of them makes sense in this grand story.

b. The ironic “twist” is that the incarnation of God seeking to reconcile is executed by those He seeks to reconcile toward.

c. Jesus offers forgiveness…read passage

d. His offering of forgiveness on the cross is actually the climax of both justice and love, a God who has set up a system by which sin must be paid for offers His own son as a victorious spilling of His own blood.  

i. Moses offered to give up his own life as a sacrifice to cover the sins of the Israelites after they worshipped a golden idol.

3. The upside down kingdom

a. Where Christ already taught that giving is receiving, serving is leading, and some of his disciples at this point might remember that he taught that you have to lose your life in order to find it.  

b. Victory in death

c. Justice is brought through an unjust act

d. Murder, the ultimate manifestation of broken relationship, is the act that actually inaugurates reconciliation to God.

e. Jesus models forgiveness before it’s sought.

f. Our relationship with others is inextricably linked to our relationship with God.  

i. Matt 6.14-15, 18.35, Mark 11.25-26, John 20.23

4. Practical Forgiveness

a. Forgiveness is the reconciliatory power.  Forgiveness restores relationships.  

i. This means forgiveness is NOT the same as “to forget” … 

1. Luke 17.3-4 commands us to rebuke someone in sin and forgive them when they repent.  It’s not as simple as forgiving everyone in our hearts who wrongs us.

b. Forgiveness in my life

i. Story of dad

ii. Found a need to both forgive and seek forgiveness, even if I felt I was not the instigator of the conflict.

iii. The process has continued with him for our relationship to grow.  Even 13 years after calling him to seek reconciliation I have only recently experienced new and wonderful pieces of rebuilding our relationship.
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
